We are currently seeking a reliable, detail-oriented, and empathetic individual to join our team
as a part-time janitor at our housing program for women and their dependent children
experiencing, or at risk of, gender-based violence. The Janitor will be responsible for performing
routine cleaning and minor maintenance of building and grounds as required, as well as some
cleaning of vacated units, and is key to maintaining a clean, welcoming, and healthy
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environment in the building. This position represents our agency with a diverse group of
persons served, and must demonstrate cultural humility and a commitment to our values of
respect, inclusion, diversity, and Reconciliation. It is essential for this role to maintain
confidentiality and professional boundaries. The successful applicant can work in a stressful
environment, as residents are often working through difficult situations and emotions. The
Janitor is required to have a good level of fitness as delivery of services may involve walking,
standing, kneeling, lifting. etc. . This position operates on a part-time basis of 4.75 hours per
day Monday-Friday, with some flexibility outside normal business hours. We are part of the
BCGEU and this position requires union membership.
